Ø White socks (mid-calf)  
Ø Gloves 

Ø Show Shirt (ALWAYS tucked in) 

THE CONCERT UNIFORM 
1. The Marching Lion concert uniform 

consists of the following items and each 
student should purchase these items on 
his/her own, excluding the uniform jacket 
and concert dress: 

Gentlemen 
Ø White Tuxedo Shirt, black pants and black 

bow tie 
Ø Black, lace-up, dress shoes 
Ø Black socks 
Ø Marching Uniform jacket 
Ladies  
Ø Concert Dress (issued by school) 
Ø Black, closed-toe, dress shoes 
Ø Black Panty Hose 

INSPECTION 
1. Inspection of your uniform and 

instrument is a vital part of the Marching 
Lions program.  It is a serious time and 
should be treated that way. 

2. All band members will go through a 
formal inspection before each 
performance. 

3. Band members will be inspected for 
appropriate playing condition of his/her 
instrument and appropriate condition of 
uniform and accessories. 

4. Passing inspection will enable band 
members to receive the following: 
Ø 3rd quarter break 
Ø ability to perform 
Ø points added to grade 

5. Listed below are items to check that will 
help you to pass inspection:

ü NO jewelry worn while in uniform 

(INCLUDING EARRINGS!) 
ü Hair in hat 
ü Clean mouthpiece 
ü All instrument valves and slides 

working properly 
ü Reed not broken or cracked 
ü Clean white gloves 
ü White socks 
ü Show Shirt worn and tucked in
